CC: Followup on Provigil initiation.
HPI: An 87-year-old who started on Provigil 100 mg q.d. six days ago. When asked he stated that he thought it made him feel more awake and just overall better. Staff reports that he still falls asleep at the dinner table. It will be spontaneous. When I talked to him about that he is completely unaware of it happening and states that when he awakens that it is just a hard sleep that he had that he was not aware he had fallen asleep. I discussed increasing the dose. He is in agreement with doing that given the benefit he is derived at this point.
DIAGNOSES: Narcolepsy, MCI with progression to dementia, dysthymia, and nocturia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/06/22.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 07/06/22.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly male seated quietly in room, pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/66, pulse 62, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, O2 sat 96% and weight 108 pounds.
CARDIAC He has a regular rate and rhythm without M, R, or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates with his walker. He tends to stoop over with flexion at the hip. No LEE.

NEURO: Orientation x2 to 3. Speech is clear. He can convey his needs today. He made good eye contact as per usual and expressed himself clearly.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Narcolepsy. Increase Provigil to 200 mg q.d. and follow up in two weeks.
