CC: Right eye redness with cough and congestion.

HPI: Dementia unspecified with psychoses.

MEDICATIONS: Aricept 5 mg b.i.d., olanzapine 7.5 mg two tablets b.i.d. p.r.n. and Seroquel 200 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly. He just looked like he did not feel well, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/76, pulse 72, temperature 98.0, respirations 23, and weight 169 pounds.

HEENT: Right Eye: He has lower lid eversion and mild injection of the conjunctiva. There is matting on his upper lashes with eversion of the lower lid and increased teariness. Left Eye: Watery with no matting or injection. He does have a slight nasal congestion without drainage.

RESPIRATORY: He has nonproductive cough. He has a normal respiratory effort by my auscultation at 19. Lung fields are clear with symmetric excursion, but he has increased upper airway bronchial breath sounds and unable to produce sputum.
NEURO: Orientation x1-2. He makes eye contact when being spoken to, gave brief answers that were appropriate in content to basic questions about how he felt.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has a fair muscle mass and decreased motor strength of his trunk and core. He tends to just lean forward both while he was eating and to a lesser extent when he is standing up and walking. He does ambulate independently. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds are present. The patient has had increased episodes of incontinence primarily of urine and occasional with bowel.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Conjunctivitis. Erythromycin ophthalmic ointment thin ribbon a.m. and h.s. to both eyes x1 week with lashes to be cleaned with a warm wet cloth.

2. URI. Based on his respiratory rate and nonproductive, but wet sounding cough, a Z-PAK is initiated. I recommended that the patient get bed rest today and remain hydrated and the staff will check up on him. They are to check a respiratory rate as well.

3. BPSD. The patient had resistance and a lot of delusional thinking on admission about his brother placing him here to get his things and take his home, etc. Haldol was initiated at 1 mg b.i.d. and staff report it has done a turnaround in him and today, I could see that he was cooperative and focused.
