CC: General followup.

HPI: A 71-year-old with Alzheimer/frontotemporal dementia who had Haldol and Depakote started approximately six weeks ago. She is seen today for general followup. She was sitting in the dining room with other residents. When I approached her and made eye contact, she looked at me and as soon as I asked her something basic how are you, she began talking. Her speech was clear, but it was random in content and she was quite engaged in the conversation she was having. When she starts talking, it is difficult to get her to stop. There has been no sedation or decline in her cognitive state with the addition of those two medications. She also has DM-II and is doing well on metformin. She is independent in her ambulation and dressing as well as toileting. She has some occasional incontinence and is aware of it and will go to staff. When speaking to her, she started telling me that her name was *__________* and it had been changed and then she went on this tangent that it is unclear what she was talking about. 
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s/frontal temporal dementia, DM-II, insomnia, BPSD which is improved, HSV-2 suppressive treatment.

ALLERGIES: SULFASALAZINE.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/73, pulse 81, temperature 97.4, respirations 26, and weight 133 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Difficult because she kept talking, but it appeared cleared. She had no conversational SOB.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently, steady and upright. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x1. Clear speech, random and unusual to us, very odd content. Once she starts talking, she will be talking for a while.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. BPSD followup. She is not aggressive and there is not the accusatory paranoid type behavior around other peoples and so it is a benefit without compromising her baseline cognition or alertness level. We will continue.

2. Insomnia, doing better with trazodone. We will continue.

3. HSV-2 suppression. She has not had any outbreak since she has been here the last eight months.
4. Social. Husband needs a letter of incapacity. My office is contacted, that will be done and I will sign off it tomorrow or early next week.
