CC: COVID positive.

HPI: A 96-year-old who tested COVID positive two weeks ago has been quarantined to room and asymptomatic, i.e., no fever, cough, chills, myalgias, etc. Her p.o. intake is appeared fair to good. She takes meals in her room. Her affect continues at baseline. She is generally alert, quiet and cooperative. Staff reports that after the 14-day quarantine period, a followup COVID test was done and it remains positive so she continues back in room. We discussed with nurse doing a serology test to ascertain if this is valid.
ALLERGIES: SULFA and PCN.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Mechanical soft.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 85/61, pulse 70, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and weight 128 pounds. There have been no change in her medications since my initial visit on 07/01/22.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hypertension. We will have BP check daily. I am going to discontinue Norvasc 2.5 mg q.d. with daily BP checks x4 weeks. Staff is to call me if there is a pattern consistently low systolic pressures less than 100.
