History: Mr. Seegers is a 65-year-old white male who states he is still working and he is still on Blue Cross Medicare Part B and A. He states for past month and half or month, he has had problem with vertigo. He states he has continued to work, but he gets worried that he could fall. He has not made an emergency room visit. He has never had a CT scan of the head done and he is concerned. I told him if I could get a CAT scan of his head, he states he wants to try the medicine first. I have also suggested ENT consult. To note, this gentleman lost his wife not long ago.
He has multiple chronic medical problems that include:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Diabetic neuropathy.

5. Chronic back pains.

6. Major depression.

7. COPD.

8. Previous tobacco use.

9. History of BPH.

10. History of bladder cancer.

The patient saw eye doctor, an optometrist and was told he did not have any diabetic retinopathy. He is not having associated headaches or vision problem with the dizziness. I did an EKG on him, which showed sinus bradycardia, nonspecific ST changes. I told the patient he will need a CT of the head. I am going to start him on some Antivert or meclizine 25 mg once to twice a day by mouth for dizziness and see how he does. I have ordered a complete lab work including CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, PSA and we will proceed further after he gets his labs and also ordered was A1c and microalbumin in urine. The patient is advised to come and see me in the office in two weeks. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
