This is a followup visit.

History: Mr. Coleman was seen for followup in the office. He still has a wound over his left foot that is healing. It is completely bandaged, but he has home healthcare come in three times to twice a week to take care of his wound. There is no bad odor from the wound. Mr. Coleman states his wound is almost healed. He had a followup appointment with Dr. Charles Smith who had opened up some of his arteries in the leg to increase the circulation and that prevented a left BK amputation. He wants him to be on clopidogrel 75 mg one a day for at least six months to one year and he is going to call his refill of Plavix. The patient is otherwise doing well. His random sugar or two-hour postprandial was 190. I told the patient since he runs a high creatinine, 1.30 last, which was better than the 1.34 in the past and, since it is a month, we will recheck the BUN and creatinine or a comprehensive metabolic panel along with CBC and A1c to see if his creatinine is going down or has climbing up. The patient understands plan of treatment. I am going to see him in the office in a month again. A lip slip is given to that effect.
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
