History: Ms. Clary is an 89-year-old white female who had gone to the ER for urinary tract infection. The patient states now she has no back pain. She is not feeling bad, but she still has burning around her urethra. She is not using any Azo that I had told her, so I have written her an over-the-counter Azo and how to test it. Advised her that it can make her urine orange.

Physical Examination:

General: Well-dressed white female who is awake, alert and oriented, in no distress. There is no CVA tenderness.
Head: Normocephalic.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit.

Chest: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

The patient’s problem is resolving UTI. She has been off antibiotics for five days. Advised to get CBC, CMP and urinalysis and urine for culture and sensitivity and, once the urine results are back, we will talk to her on phone and give her the results. She has finished her course of antibiotics. No more antibiotics as she is asymptomatic right now.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Urinary tract infection.

2. Hypertension.

3. History of TIAs, which have resolved.
