History: Ms. McCombs is a 95-year-old petite-appearing white female who was brought by her daughter-in-law to the office. She is doing very well considering her age. She is in such a critical balance that if she uses little extra Lasix her creatinine increases and if she uses little less Lasix she goes into congestive heart failure. She has:

1. Chronic atrial fibrillation.

2. Long-standing hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
I have been following her creatinines and her last creatinine on 08/04/2022, was 1.27; the previous one being 1.13 and I asked her as to how much Lasix she is taking. She states she is taking every other day of Lasix and I have decided that we need to reduce the Lasix and make it just three times a week and we will recheck the creatinine in about two to three weeks and I will see her in the office then. Her BNP was slightly elevated too. I have been able to keep her off the hospital or ER visits by just adjusting her doses of Lasix and clinically checking her vital signs, so that she does not get too dehydrated. She is denying any chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea or vomiting or diarrhea. She just has chronic weakness and fatigue probably secondary to related to age, but she was well dressed and not in any acute distress and had no complaints.
Diagnoses:

1. N18.3.
2. Atrial fibrillation.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

Plan: Plan to reduce her Lasix from four days a week to three days a week and recheck her BUN, creatinine and CBC. She is taking oral B vitamins. I am going to see her in the office in two to three weeks.
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
