History: I discussed the reports of CNS VS with Mr. Emola. Mr. Emola states he is aware of attention deficit especially, but he is not taking any medicine because he is not attending any classes; he is registered for Blinn and if he starts, he will ask for medicine for attention deficit. He states there was some altercation and somebody used a ring and punched over his left side of his forehead and he has 1 cm long cut just above his left eyebrow. The patient states he has filed a complaint against the guy who did it and they are common friends with some girl who is also a nurse and an ex-boyfriend or something came in between and tried to create this fight. The patient states he did not go to the ER, he just took some butterfly Band-Aids and put it all across. It is already 10 days since this happened. So, it cannot be stitched. Then, he states accidentally fell and scraped his both knees left more than right. He has Band-Aids over those and he showed me the pictures. I have advised him ASAP gel, nothing looks infected, but daily wound care and he will be seen in the office in two weeks to one month.
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
