History: Ms. Ada Flowers had problem with dizziness. She is not able to see any neurologist. There are some nonspecific findings on her CT scan. She got an appointment in December. She was having problem with dizziness. So, I finally sent her to ENT. Dr. Snow examined her and advised her something called Propel, somehow she used it and her dizziness is gone. She is not even sure if she wants to see the neurologist, but I did encourage her to keep up the appointment. The patient had some problem with filling her prescription for carvedilol 12.5 mg twice a day, apparently H-E-B filled it with some generic medicine and it did not look like the same pill. I am not sure what is the problem, but the patient has not taken it. I told her to bring it to the office, so I can decide whether it is the same medicine or they gave her some substitute. The patient understands that. Also, she is sent to GI for screening colonoscopy. We will try to get records of Dr. Snow and I will see her in the office in a month.
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
