HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 56-year-old male patient needing refill of medications today. He has no acute complaint. He has been feeling generally well although toward the end of our encounter today, he did verbalize a small pimply type bump on his back and we did take a look at that. It looks as though it is a very mild abscess not needing any intervention at this point. We will just give him some antibiotics.

No other issues brought forth today. Once again, generally well. This patient denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, abdominal pain or activity intolerance. No GI issues. He maintains full range of motion and normal muscle strength.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hypothyroid, and benign prostatic hyperplasia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: To the right hand.

MEDICATIONS: He is currently on Flomax 0.4 mg once a day. He is taking lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide. However, he tells me he does not need that medication filled today.

Amlodipine 10 mg daily, metoprolol succinate 50 mg daily and Synthroid 50 mcg daily.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol, or smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, no distress whatsoever.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits.

NECK: No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs. Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

BACK: Examination of that complaint of possible abscess in the middle of his back more towards the right lateral side off of center by approximately 2 inches, firm. The patient did verbalize he was able to express pustular type fluid out of there, very small in diameter. We will put him on antibiotics for this.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension, targeted well. His blood pressure today is 116/75 and very well controlled. We will refill his amlodipine 10 mg daily and metoprolol succinate 50 mg daily. The patient does not need refill of his lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide today.

2. Hypothyroid. Refilled Synthroid 50 mcg daily.

3. We will do a lab draw next office visit.

4. The patient with a small abscess middle of his back. Augmentin 875 mg p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days. The patient understands plan of care. We will follow back up with him. I have told him that if that abscess does not improve in a few days, he will return to clinic for followup.
