REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, calf pain, recent travel, or rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
LOWER EXTREMITIES: Trace of pedal edema without any calf tenderness or swelling and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
