CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of leg swelling, smoking dependent, and followup for hypertension, and chronic kidney disease.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his legs are swollen and it is not painful. The patient whenever works his swelling is less otherwise recurrence of swelling and he has no calf pain.
The patient is trying to quit smoking and need to try himself. The patient at this time does not use any nicotine patches.

The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure still on higher side at home, but does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath.

The patient came today as a followup for chronic kidney disease and he does not have any urinary symptoms.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, any exposure to infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is currently taking metoprolol 25 mg two tablets twice a day.

The patient has a history of vertebral artery dissection resulting in severe headache and cervical radiculopathy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has cut down his work significantly. The patient used to smoke half pack of cigarettes per day and he denied any alcohol use or substance abuse. Otherwise, the patient is very active.
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OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: Pedal edema up to legs bilaterally without any skin changes or redness. There are no open wounds.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
