SUBJECTIVE: The patient had colonic polypectomy on March 10, 2022 by Dr. G. Patel in Midland one of the polyp was tubular adenoma and patient was advised by Dr. G. Patel to repeat colonoscopy in three years and they have made appointment. The patient also had difficulty in swallowing. He has history of gastroesophageal reflux disease. He was found to have esophageal stricture and required a dilatation in July 2022 by Dr. G. Patel as per the information from the patient. The patient wants to take less medicine. He is going to reduce metoprolol ER to metoprolol ER 100 mg, half tablet daily. He will monitor his blood pressure and pulse and if it stays normal he can reduce it further to 0 tablet per day. He says Viagra is not working therefore we ordered Cialis 20 mg, one tablet one hour before sex. The patient was also advised to restart pantoprazole as he has history of esophageal stricture. Pantoprazole 40 mg daily was ordered again.
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
