PATIENT NAME: Patel, Hema

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/09/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was referred last year to Dr. Yadla for iron deficiency anemia from excessive menstrual period and she had a Pap smear and biopsy also. The patient was given medication and she did not have menstrual period for six months, but now excessive menstrual periods have back and patient has appointment to see Dr. Yadla in next three days. She also complains of pain in the left wrist. She says Celebrex did not work and she is taking Aleve one tablet at bedtime.

PLAN: Screening mammogram is ordered at Medical Center Hospital. The patient will be referred to Dr. Yadla and we made HMO Blue referral. The patient was found to be low in vitamin B12 and we had ordered vitamin B12, but she is not taking it vitamin B12 1000 mcg daily is started again. The patient will take vitamin D also. Ferrous sulfate is advised again as she is not taking it. She has iron deficiency anemia and her ferritin level was only 8 in the past. She will restart ferrous sulfate. Pantoprazole 40 mg daily is ordered as patient is taking Aleve one tablet two times a day if needed. She will be seen again in few months.
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
