History: Ms. Johnson was seen today. Ms. Johnson was brought to the office by her sister Ms. Joan Goins. Ms. Johnson was admitted to the hospital following a major stroke with a seizure. She is on Keppra about 500 mg twice a day. The sister tells me she is on liquid Keppra. So, I exactly do not know what dose she is taking. So, she is going to bring me the bottle. The second thing is her hospital records were reviewed. The patient had an episode of supraventricular tachycardia. Because of COVID and other problems, the patient has not come to see me in the office except for a telehealth visit after her hospital stay. She was in the hospital bed in rehab and then came home and this is the first time she is coming to the office. She persists to have right hemiparesis. She persists to have left shoulder pain. She denies any further seizures. Her medication list reconciled. She does take meloxicam 7.5 mg twice a day for her shoulder pain. She is also on Aggrenox at least once a day. She is also diabetic and she is on metformin. Her A1c has been good. As no labs have been done in several months, she is ordered complete labs including A1c, CBC, CMP, lipid panel. She has been anemic in the past and we will do iron, iron-binding capacity, and ferritin level. Her Aggrenox was refilled. She is going to be seen in the office in next two weeks. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. An EKG showed sinus bradycardia. As there was a question of tachycardia when she was hospitalized, we will do a cardiology consult on her return.
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
