Because of the wrist problems, he is not even able to make a fist and his hands are swollen. He has not gone to work because of his arthritis problems and he states because he is having the surgery, Dr. Shanmugam told he can only have prednisone, but he cannot have aspirin or antiinflammatory. I was going to give him Medrol Dosepak, but that would last him right till he is going to have surgery done, so I decided to just give him prednisone 10 mg three tablets a day for three days and then another refill, so he could use it after his surgery.
