Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 13.8%, previous was 11.5%. This represents severe fluctuations in his blood glucose and wide glycemic excursions. At this point, the patient admits to noncompliance with his insulin therapy. I am going to simplify and readjust everything in his insulin and diabetic regimen. We will recommend Novolin 70/30 46 units twice a day and I have given him samples of Trulicity 0.75 mg once weekly for the next four weeks and we have applied to the Lilly Care’s Patient Assistance Program and we will apply for the Trulicity 3 mg once weekly through there as well as Humalog sliding scale 5 units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150.

2. For his diabetic peripheral neuropathy, his diabetes is complicated by diabetic peripheral neuropathy and he is on gabapentin for this.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy with amlodipine, lisinopril and metoprolol as prescribed.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, he is being treated with fenofibrate and rosuvastatin 20 mg daily. Check a current lipid panel.

5. Followup with primary care provider, Dr. Donald Ware.
