Mrs. Sanabria Colon is a 70-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes when she was 55 years old. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, mitral valve regurgitation, allergic rhinitis, asthma, psoriasis, heart murmur and fatigue. For her diabetes, she is currently on Trulicity 4.5 mg once weekly, metformin 1000 mg twice a day and glipizide 10 mg twice daily. She reports fasting blood sugars around 170. For breakfast, she usually eats eggs and oatmeal and pancakes. Lunch is usually salad, meat and rice. Dinner, she is not very hungry. She will often eat soups and she walks three times a week for exercise.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, we will check a current hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel as a baseline and we will continue Trulicity 4.5 mg once weekly, glipizide 10 mg twice daily, and metformin 1000 mg twice a day.

2. For her hypertension, she is on lisinopril 40 mg daily.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

4. Followup with primary care provider, Dr. Schetman.
