CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burning urination, urinary incontinence, and high blood sugar.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he felt burning urination for a few days and urinalysis showed white blood cells. The patient does not have any fever or chills. There was no clot in the urine. The patient never had urinary tract infections in the past.

The patient also has urinary incontinence on and off and his PSA blood test was high and the patient is going to be seen by urologist. He had prostatic hypertrophy in the past. The patient does not have any fever or chills.

The patient also reported that he has fasting blood glucose high up to 140 or 150 mg/dL. He sometimes has numbness and tingling and since two days the patient has been on very low-carb diet. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on lisinopril 2.5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet. 
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he was on Flomax 0.4 mg once a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain or weight loss, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or skin rashes.
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
