CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right foot pain, right leg pain, urinary incontinence, and followup for diabetes mellitus.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in the right foot for the past four or five weeks and it is progressively getting worse. Now, the patient has pain in the morning hours when he gets up and the pain level is 7 or 8 and after a few hours, the pain is less and he is able to walk. However, it happens again the next day. The patient denied any falling down. The patient has pain in the right leg and pain is mostly in the soft tissues of the leg upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient has a history of smoking which he quit a few months ago.
The patient has urinary incontinence and was seen by urologist. The patient has prostatic hypertrophy. The patient was prescribed tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day and since then he is feeling better, but still he wakes up in the night three or four times, but he denied any burning urination or blood in the urine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for right shoulder arthritis and he is using Voltaren gel 1% apply 2 g once a day.
The patient has a history of allergic dermatitis and he is on clobetasol 0.05% cream or ointment apply once a day as needed.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 2.5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet. 

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his son and he is retired for the past six years. The patient stopped smoking a few months ago and there is no history of alcohol use or substance abuse. Otherwise, the patient is fairly active. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, fever, cough, exposure to any infection or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or rashes.
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
