The patient has finished four rounds of chemotherapy. They are going to do PET scan again to see if the nodules have gone down. The patient, as such, was weak and cachectic from before in view of her Crohn’s colitis and had hard time gaining weight. She was usually weighing 90 to 100 pounds, but now she is 84 pounds. She states she has no problem when she is sitting around, but when she is walking, she feels extremely tired. She states walking for my parking lot, which is just a few steps to the office, also made her short of breath. Advised the patient Ensure. The cancer doctor is doing repeated blood tests, so I am not going to repeat right now. We will wait to see what the oncologist has to say about the repeat PET scan after she got the chemotherapy. Her med list reconciled. Advised Ensure mixed with some ice cream to give her some calories. She is taking Megace. She will be seen in the office in a month.
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
