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The patient seen by Dr. Maedo

1. VT, 45-year-old woman complaining of stomach pain and shoulder pain. The patient had full exam including the pelvic exam along with CBC, CMP, UDS, urinalysis, and pregnancy test. The patient’s samples of STD were sent everything was negative. Diagnosed with bladder spasm. Treated with Uribel. The patient today is doing well. She is back at work and was very appreciative of everything Dr. Maedo did for her.

2. This is a 35-year-old woman presents with abdominal pain. 32 weeks pregnant. Vital signs stable. Dr. Maedo goes above and beyond working her up with blood work, chemistry, CBC, urinalysis and even an ultrasound, everything was okay. Due to heart sounds were present, diagnosed with vaginitis and sent home with treatment to see her OB/GYN today and she did not answer her phone. I left a message for her.

3. LC is a 71-year-old woman seen with cough, congestion, and body ache. Heart rate was 102 and temperate 99.4. Diagnosed with COVID. D-dimer is slightly elevated. Had blood work and CT of the chest to rule out PE. All were negative. Treated with Zofran, Tessalon and Paxlovid. The patient is doing better and was very happy with the care received.

4. JP is a 26-year-old male status post MVA with history of chronic liver disease and splenomegaly hence the reason for abnormal blood work of the hemoglobin 6 and 20. The patient had full workup in the emergency room including C-spine and shoulder x-ray. Diagnosed with anemia, jaundice chronic and sprains treated with tizanidine. Dr. Maedo avoided antiinflammatories judiciously. The patient did not answer the phone and I left the message for the patient. Again, all the other chronic issues including jaundice and anemia were ongoing and the patient has been care for regarding those issues.

5. LB is a 39-year-old woman repeating evaluation from 08/04/2022 with fatigue and headache. Vital signs were stable. The patient’s low potassium has been treated now. The patient once again had EKG, blood work, urinalysis and CMP, which was very judicious and appropriate. Everything was negative. The patient was referred to her PCP for these issues. When I called the patient, she said she is feeling better and she was very happy with everything that was done for her yesterday.
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6. AM is a 17-year-old young woman comes in for COVID testing for college. Test was negative. No symptoms. No treatment. The patient did not answer the phone. I left the message.

7. CC is a 34-year-old woman with chest pain after she smoked methamphetamine two hours ago. The patient had a full workup including cardiac workup, but this could not be repeated or the patient could not be observed because the patient left the AMA as soon as her condition improves. The patient had already taken propranolol and Desyrel at home trying to calm herself time before she came to the emergency room. The patient did not answer the phone and again left AMA.

8. XV, 15-month-old baby with vesicular rash over the wrist. No fever. No chills. Nothing suggestive of monkey pox. Treated for contact dermatitis. Dr. M went above and beyond did the CBC, which was negative and treated the patient with triamcinolone. Mother did not answer the phone today.

9. CA, 41-year-old woman presents with ankle pain, arm pain, and blood pressure elevated 165/100, which did come down some at discharge. CBC was okay. H&H slightly low. Albumin slightly low. Sed rate 44. Rest of the inflammatory markers are pending. All x-rays were negative. The patient states she is doing better today. I explained to her that she needs to see her PCP because most likely there is something chronic going on and she needs to get to the bottom of it with a sed rate of 44 and slight anemia and low albumin. The patient was very appreciative. She thinks Dr M did a great job and would just follow with her PCP she states.

10. QJ, 48-year-old male MVA status post, neck pain, back pain, and chest pain. Given Toradol. Vitals were stable. Cardiac workup negative. X-rays negative. EKG negative. White count 11.9. Diagnosed with sprain. Treated with tizanidine and sent home. The workup for MVA was exceptional. The patient was very happy with the care.

11. MR, 29-year-old woman with cyst under both arms. Diagnosed with hidradenitis suppurativa. Temperature 99. Treated with doxycycline. Sent to dermatology. Did not answer the phone today. This is a recurrent problem for her and she has had hidradenitis for sometime.

12. TL, 39-year-old female with lightheadedness, dizziness, and headache. Vital signs are stable. History of sickle cell disease (SS disease) with anemia requires transfusion. The patient had cardiac workup x2. Chest x-ray and EKG x2. Treated with morphine and IV fluid. Hemoglobin 6.5 and hematocrit 20. Sent to Memorial Hermann. I called the patient today. She answered the phone. She states she is on a lot of medications and she is feeling better and she thought we did fantastic *_________* including Dr. M.
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13. PC, 35-year-old male seen with chest pain secondary to THC most likely after smoking THC. Vital signs were stable. Ativan 2 mg was helpful in reducing the patient’s symptoms by Dr. M went ahead and did cardiac workup x2 and EKG x2 before discharging the patient.

In summary, this physician goes above and beyond workup and providing excellent care for her patients and everyone is quite happy with her care and her workup and the speed in which all this is carried out in the emergency room.
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
