BOND, TARA
Ms. Bond is a 66-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of dementia. The patient has a very particular dementia with Lewy body. This particular dementia causes pokes to lose cognitive ability, become laggard from time-to-time, also like other dementia interferes with her daily activities as it has in case of Ms. Bond.

Ms. Bond requires a caretaker around the clock who is her husband currently. The patient has severe sundowner syndrome because of her Lewy body dementia. The patient is eating very little, may be 10% of her food now. She has lost 5½ pounds since last certification.
The patient also suffers from congestive heart failure. Because of this, her fluid intake has to be strictly monitored and with dementia she has a tendency to drink too much fluids, which requires the help of both the family members and the nurse and the hospice aides to keep her fluid balance in control. She also has COPD. She becomes dyspneic with any kind of movement. She is total ADL dependent. No bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a KPS score of 40% and she is at a fall precautions because of history of previous falls in the past.
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
