The patient is seen for followup on last office visit, complains still not sleeping well at night.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is seen for followup today for recurrent urinary tract infections with recent urinary tract infection, treated with Keflex. Urine today showing presence of small amount of leukocytes because of suspected history of recurrent urinary tract infections. The patient had repeat urine culture obtained today, to follow up for results.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Within normal limits. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Without abnormality. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for discoloration or edema or tenderness or painful range of motion. Skin: Negative for discoloration or rashes. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Recurrent urinary tract infections with continued pyuria, to rule out an active infection with consideration of further workup as needed.
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
