CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of congestion, sore throat, and low-grade fever for the past two days, requesting COVID test.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, flu symptoms, cough, congestion, pressure in ears, and vomiting x 2 today with nausea for the past three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism, cancer of the cervix, human papillomavirus, and rheumatoid arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 2 and tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine and sertraline.

ALLERGIES: IODINE, ZOFRAN and SULFA.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Works as an MA.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history of cervical CA. Low thyroid disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Without abnormality. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or painful range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits.

COVID test performed is negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Influenza.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax and Medrol, to follow up as needed.
