The patient is seen with complaints of being bit by a dog on the hind left knee and in the right buttock, on the date of bite, seen 08/03/2022.

PRESENT ILLNESS: State’s ward per Child Protective Services, bitten by a dog today while going to house. Two dogs bit left and right leg. No bleeding. Occasional slight tenderness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Birth control.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date. Not sure of up-to-date on tetanus.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Skin: Intact. Extremities: Superficial skin wounds right and left posterior thigh without bleeding, not through dermis. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Superficial dog bite x 2.
PLAN: Recommended to observe dog, be sure that dog does not run away. Notify Sheriff’s Department. Given tetanus toxoid and advised to follow up as needed.
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
