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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of cognitive decline, recurrent headaches, reported decrease in problem solving ability and personality changes.

Dear Mintra & Dr. Bishop:

Thank you for referring Betterae Reaves for neurological evaluation.

She was seen today accompanied by her family.

Betterae is a pleasant elderly woman who reports that she has had significant problems with unsteadiness and ataxia developing incontinence recently. She has had the development of headaches that described to be posterior and occipital that are not present today and where there is no focal tenderness to suggest a neuritis or neuropathy.

Her neurological examination today is within broad limits of normal demonstrating minor features of positional ataxia, slightly ataxia with ambulation, preserved heel and toe reduced tandem and a tendency towards a positive Romberg without falling.

Her cranial nerve evaluation demonstrates no decrease in visual fields to confrontation.

Her airway is relatively small with a lowered Mallampati score. Her motor examination is preserved. Sensory testing is intact to all modalities. Deep tendon reflexes are not unusually brisk without pendulosity. Cerebellar and extrapyramidal testing show no inducible rigidity, cogwheeling or asymmetric toner distraction maneuvers to suggest Parkinsonism.

Today, I had given her with a history of dyssomnia, and suspected sleep apnea, I am giving her the sleep disorders questionnaire and National Institute of Neurological Disorders Quality-of-Life Questionnaires to take home complete and return.
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She will be scheduled for a high resolution 3D NeuroQuant Brain Imaging study as well as an overnight home sleep testing to exclude risk factors for increase in her cranial pressure producing relative nonobstructive hydrocephalus with her clinical presentation.

Laboratory studies for headache pain will be obtained.

I will see her for reevaluation with those results with an additional report.
