Mr. Ehrlinger was seen regarding followup of stroke history, hypertension, dementia etc.

HISTORY: Overall, Mr Ehrlinger feels relatively well. He had a stroke in April 2020, but there is no focal weakness but the main manifestation was aphasia. He had rehabilitation in Saginaw. He has coronary artery disease with triple bypass in 2000. This is stable with no recent chest pain. His speech actually did improve quite a bit since the stroke.

He has no recent gout attack. He had COVID in 2019. Functional inquiry is negative for any fever, chills, headaches, nausea, or other acute symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He was not distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/68, temperature 97.9, pulse 86, and O2 saturation 98%. Head & Neck: He had some lesions on the back of the head by the hairline and this happens off and on and it comes and goes. They seem to have appearance of slight pustule now. Otherwise, oral mucosa was normal. Ears normal. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Lungs: Clear to auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves are normal. Sensation is intact. He was oriented.

Assessment/plan:
1. He has lesions on the scalp that could be topical. I will give a trail of Cleocin again for two weeks. I tried this before with partial help. This maybe a chronic problem, but it is not really bothering him.

2. Hypertension is stable with metoprolol 25 mg daily plus amlodipine 5 mg.

3. He has coronary artery disease and I will continue aspirin and Plavix for this. He did have triple bypass in 2000.

4. She has stroke history manifested by aphasia, which has improved since 2020. I will continue Plavix 75 mg a day plus aspirin 81 mg daily plus atorvastatin 40 mg daily, which he is on for the same coronary disease. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
