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CHIEF COMPLAINT

I am unable to raise the left arm.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 73-year-old female, chief complaint of unable to lift the left shoulder.  The patient tells me that she fell in the kitchen on 03/04/2019.  The patient tells me that she sustained a left shoulder dislocation.  However, the patient tells me since then she has difficulty to raise her left arm.  The patient unable to extend her left arm.  She is not able to raise the left arm above the ear.

NEUROLOGIC EXAMINATION
MOTOR EXAMINATION

The patient has significant weakness of the left arm.  The patient is unable to extend her left arm.  The patient is unable to abduct the left shoulder.
IMPRESSION
Unable to raise the left arm, since 03/04/2019 after a fall and left shoulder dislocation.

Differential diagnoses will include axillary neuropathy, cervical radiculopathy, and brachial plexopathy.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. We will refer the patient to Stanford University Neuromuscular Department for detailed EMG/nerve conduction study of the arms.

2. I will fax a referral to Stanford Neuromuscular Clinic in Palo Alto.

3. We will follow up the patient after the EMG/nerve conduction study completed.
