CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of leg swelling.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he has swelling of the feet and this started two to three weeks ago. It is not improving even though the patient elevated his legs. He is not drinking excessive fluid and he is also being seen by nephrologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, leg swelling or calf pain, numbness or tingling of the upper or lower extremities, or focal weakness.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness; however, the patient has trace of pedal edema without any skin changes, redness or open wounds.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance, but slow gait.
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
