CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for urinary tract infection.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has urinary tract infection and she finished antibiotic and she is feeling much better. Occasionally, she has mild pain which is lasting for a few seconds. The patient denied any fever or chills.
