PATIENT NAME: Arcelia, Lujan De Sotelo

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/12/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had called earlier that she was negative for COVID-19 and she had a sore throat and cough. We ordered Zithromax and Tessalon Perles. Later on, her granddaughter Jessica called us that today they showed that patient is positive for COVID-19. Yesterday the test was negative. The patient husband has COVID-19. We did a video examination at about 2:20 p.m. today. The patient appears not in any respiratory distress. She has a cough, chest congestion, and sore throat.

PLAN: Paxlovid three tablets twice a day were ordered for five days. Azithromycin was changed to azithromycin 500 mg daily for seven days. Tessalon Perles ordered earlier was canceled and in place of that Bromfed DM cough syrup was ordered as patient’s family member preferred that cough syrup. If patient does not get better, she will go to the emergency room or urgent care.
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
