HISTORY: The patient is a 78-year-old female who presents for followup regarding lab results. She denies any acute distress at this time.
ALLERGIES: The patient is allergic to PENICILLIN.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: ENT: The patient denies any nasal discharge. Denies any ear pain. No sore throat. No painful swallowing. Eyes: The patient denies any blurred vision.  No eye pain.

CARDIAC: The patient denies any chest pain or palpitations.

RESPIRATORY: The patient denies any shortness of breath or cough.

GI: The patient denies any nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

SKIN: The patient denies any rash. No abrasion.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes. No crackles. No orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x 4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. No deficit noted.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesion. No abrasion or erythema. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficit noted.

Review of labs done with the patient with no change in her total cholesterol and triglyceride level, A1c was 12.1, which is also a concern and vitamin D was 27.7, which is also a concern. The patient discussed lab results with the patient and son and need to change and adjust current medication reviewed and established. Prescription was given for Jardiance 25 mg one p.o. q.a.m. quantity 90 and start getting Vascepa 1 g two pills b.i.d. x 90 days quantity #360, lisinopril 20 mg one p.o. q.d. quantity #90, vitamin D 50,000 units one p.o. q. week quantity #12. The patient is currently taking Trulicity to continue with the Trulicity in addition to the new medication given.
