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1. TD, 39-year-old male, ambulance driver, jumps off the back of the ambulance, has what looks like a meniscal tear. X-rays negative. Treated with Toradol, diclofenac and sent home to follow up with orthopedist. He did not answer the phone.
2. AT, 25-year-old male with a lacerated thumb. X-rays were negative. Treated with Steri-Strips, sent home. The patient was happy with the care.
3. KM, 23-year-old young lady comes in for pregnancy test which was positive. She has no symptoms, bleeding, pain, or any other issues. She just wanted to know if she was pregnant. She did not answer the phone.

4. CM, 42-year-old gentleman with testicular pain. Ultrasound showed epididymitis. The physician insists on performing a detorsion on the patient. The patient continues to be in pain, went to Memorial Hermann, seen by a urologist and placed on antibiotics for epididymitis. No evidence of torsion noted.
5. AE, 40-year-old gentleman, hit on the head on the brow with a beer bottle when he refused to give to hoodlums money at the gas station. He is very happy with the care he received. No sign of infection. Doing well.

6. JC, 21-year-old with sore throat. Diagnosed with COVID-19. No treatment. No chest x-ray. Nothing given to the patient. The patient did not answer the phone.

7. LJ, 51-year-old with COVID-like symptoms. COVID test was negative, but the physician wrote COVID positive and did not perform any blood work, x-rays, or any other testing before sending the patient home, but the actual test from the laboratory was negative. The patient did not answer the phone.
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
