REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Extremities: Slight inflammation of the base of the left fifth fingernail. Wrist within normal limits. Forearm within normal limits. Shoulder within normal limits. Neurovascular without injury. Skin: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck & Back: Within normal limits. Respiratory: Lungs clear to auscultation and percussion. Cardiovascular: Heart regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly.

IMPRESSION: Avulsed left fifth nail.
PLAN: The patient had minor surgery procedure with digital block with removal of nail attachment at base with Neosporin and Adaptic dressing applied with precautions with care with followup in a few days as needed.
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
