CHIEF COMPLAINT: Chest pain.

HPI: The patient is a 64-year-old female who reports six months history of chest pain. She reports that chest pain began shortly after taking her COVID 19 vaccines. She further reports dyspnea at half a block. The dyspnea is worsened with any type of activity. She has chest pain, which is substernal and described as burning. It is non-radiating. She further reports a dry cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Diabetes.

2. Asthma/COPD.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Cholecystectomy.

2. Unknown hernia.

ALLERGIES: Penicillin which results in a rash.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
1. Atorvastatin 10 mg one daily.

2. Gabapentin 600 mg one t.i.d.

3. Glipizide 5 mg one b.i.d.

4. Omeprazole 20 mg one daily.

5. Albuterol one to two puffs p.r.n.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unknown.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She reports distant history of cigarettes and drug use, but none in 17 years.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has weight gain and generalized weakness. She further reports fatigue and night sweats.

Skin: Unremarkable.

Eyes: She wears glasses.

Ears: She reports deafness and uses hearing aid.

Nasal: She reports sinus problems and pain.

Neck: She had stiffness, pain and decreased motion.
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Respiratory: She has cough, sputum, dyspnea and wheezing.

Cardiac: She has chest pain and palpitations.

Gastrointestinal: She has nausea, heartburn, abdominal pain, constipation, and dark urine.

Genitourinary: She has frequency and urgency.

Musculoskeletal: She has joint pain and weakness.

Neurologic: She has headache and dizziness.

Endocrine: She has heat intolerance and cold intolerance.

Hematologic: She has easy bruising and easy bleeding.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert and oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 117/77, pulse 80, respiratory rate 16, height 63” and weight 186.8 pounds.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: Point of care glucose 372.

IMPRESSION: The patient is a 64-year-old female with multiple risk factors for coronary artery disease to include obesity, diabetes, hypercholesterolemia and now reports atypical chest pain. She further reports dyspnea. She relates her symptoms to recent COVID 19 vaccine. The patient apparently is otherwise stable.
PLAN: We will obtain echo and EKG possible consideration for CT angio.
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
