The patient is seen today with history of coughing phlegm since last visit.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Seen eight days ago with an upper respiratory infection, given amoxicillin, now states he is still with cough and afebrile.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As before.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Negative for cyanosis or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Residual bronchitis.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax and refill of Bromfed. Follow up p.r.n.
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
