The patient is seen with complaints of stuffy nose, right earache, sore throat, spitting up green brown phlegm for the past two days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Sore throat, congestion, and right ear pain for two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Kidney problems.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of frequent sore throat, last one month ago with occasional sore throat still in the morning, cleared past week, without history of allergies. Past medical history of pharyngitis as above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits.

The patient had a strep test which was negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with recurrent pharyngitis.

PLAN: Because of history, the patient was given Rocephin injection and amoxicillin for 10 days. Follow up as needed. Refer to ENT in the future if necessary.
