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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation with history of neuropathy.

Recent history of right thigh sarcoma status post resection and radiotherapy.
Current complaints of bilateral paresthesias and numbness in toes of both feet.
Oncological evaluation for disease metastasis reported to be negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
1. Fluoxetine 10 mg
2. Verapamil 40 mg
3. Bupropion 300 mg extended release
4. Rosuvastatin 20 mg
5. Biotin 5000 mg
6. Multiple vitamins one a day
7. B-complex
8. Vitamin B2 400 mg once daily
9. Vitamin D3 3000 mg once daily
10. Mild thistle 4000 mg daily.

PREVIOUS MEDICATIONS:
Gabapentin – reported adverse reaction.

CURRENT COMPLAINTS:
Numbness, tingling and pain in the toes.
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Dear Dr. Moon & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Amber Dunlap.

She was seen initially for examination on June 23, 2022, showing minimal findings of any hypoesthesia in the lower extremities bilaterally.

She was seen today for electrodiagnostic testing which was completed on her left leg that is asymmetric from her previous surgical intervention radiotherapy in the right side.

Basic motor and sensory nerve conduction studies with spinal evoked F-wave responses and tibial H-reflexes were completed today.

The studies were slightly abnormal showing features of a mixed axonal and possibly multifocal neuropathy in the motor and sensory nerves on the left.

The spinal evoked F-wave responses of the tibial nerve on the left were abnormal showing a temporal dispersion with a prolonged second potential suggesting proximal spinal pathology.

At this time, her laboratory studies for neuropathy evaluation remain pending.

We are scheduling her for high-resolution 3 Tesla lumbar MR imaging study.

She will be seen for reevaluation and follow up considering further recommendations.
