CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for pain in the right thumb and low back.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has started working. He has minimal pain in the right thumb and he is able to handle it. The patient stated that pain in the coccyx is still present, but it is tolerable. He is able to manage it at work.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Within normal limits.

HEART: Within normal limits.

Right thumb examination reveals minimal tenderness of the flexor tendon of thumb and there is no other deformity noted.
Examination of the lumbar spine and coccyx showed minimal tenderness of the coccyx without any significant abnormality and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
