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HISTORY & PHYSICAL

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 78-year-old Caucasian male seen today on around. He was recently admitted to St. Elizabeth for BKA, altered mental status, and suspicion of sepsis with lactic acidosis. He is new to the facility and he is here for continued care. The patient is a poor historian and is noted to be confused and forgetful at times. Since his arrival, they have been no acute concerns from the patient or by the bedside nurse. The patient is hemodynamically and clinically stable. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision, hearing change, bleeding, or shortness of breath.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Atrial fibrillation, CAD, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, myocardial infarction, dementia, seizures, type II diabetes, GERD, anemia, depression, C. diff, BPH, and frequent urinary tract infection.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Craniotomy for brain abscess and PEG tube placement.

ALLERGIES: No known food or drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Ampicillin 500 mg every six hours for UTI, insulin glargine 25 units daily, insulin lispro 5 units three times a day before meals, Keppra 500 mg twice a day for seizures, Levaquin 250 mg daily for UTI, metoprolol 25 mg twice a day, and sertraline 25 mg once a day.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives locally and is retired. He is a current smoker. No alcohol or drug use. No history of STDs.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: 10-point review of systems is negative, other than what is mentioned above.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 115/72, temperature 97.3, heart rate 80, respiration 16, blood sugar 250, and oxygen saturation 98% on room air. 
HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVP noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest rises even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Recent admission to hospital for BKA and altered mental status. Continue current medication and diet control. We will monitor blood sugar as routine.

2. Atrial fibrillation. Continue current medications.

3. Hyperlipidemia. Continue current medications.

4. Hypertension. Continue current medications.

5. Dementia. Continue current medications.

6. Seizures. Continue current medications.

7. Depression. Continue current medications.
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
