Dear Doctors & St. Louis AFC Home staff:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Story who was seen in consultation May 17, 2022, for elevated creatinine level since September 2020 most likely secondary to hypertension and ischemic cardiomyopathy.  He was scheduled to have a kidney ultrasound with postvoid bladder scan Wednesday June 1, 2022, which he never showed up for and he was given a copy of lab orders to have labs done every three months, also that has not been done, but we will be sending that directly to the St. Louis Adult Foster Care Home and they will make sure that he attends the ultrasound and does his lab studies at that point.  He is still smoking cigarettes so he does have some shortness of breath on exertion and nonproductive cough.  He has mood disorder probably bipolar and he is on multiple medications for that.  Also he sees Dr. Alkiek for ischemic cardiomyopathy.  He denies headaches or dizziness.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  His weight is stable.  No edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from previous visit.
Physical Examination:  His weight is 175 pounds, pulse 91 and blood pressure 110/69 today.
Labs:  The only labs we have were done June 14, 2022, we have a creatinine of 1.5, estimated GFR is 47, glucose was 90, calcium is 9.8, sodium 136, potassium 4.5, carbon dioxide is 32.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, hypertension, which is well controlled and ischemic cardiomyopathy, also COPD secondary to chronic cigarette smoking.  The patient will have lab studies done every three months and the St. Louis Adult Foster Care Home staff shared us that that they will make sure this is done.  We are going to reschedule him for a kidney ultrasound with postvoid bladder scan and the foster home staff will make sure he gets there and gets that done.  He is going to be rechecked by this practice in three months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
