Dear Mr. Larsen:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Fish with stage IV chronic kidney disease secondary to chronic interstitial nephritis and chronic hypotension.  Her last visit was January 3, 2022.  She did have an episode of diverticulitis since her last visit and needed antibiotic therapy to treat that.  She is feeling much better today.  No abdominal pain.  No diarrhea.  No blood.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No dizziness or syncopal episodes.  She is going to be living in Florida during the winter months.  She will be going from October till early May she believes.  She found a place in Florida and they will be returning to Michigan for the summer months.
Medications:  She is on Renvela 800 mg one before each meal, sodium bicarbonate 650 mg twice a day, Phenergan is rarely used if needed for nausea, Zyrtec 10 mg once daily and vitamin B complex daily.
Physical Examination:  Her weight 165 pounds, blood pressure is 114/62.  The patient is alert and oriented, no obvious respiratory distress.  Color is good.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done August 12, 2022, creatinine is 2.03 actually improved, estimated GFR is 27, electrolytes are normal, calcium 9.0, phosphate 4.2, albumin 3.6, hemoglobin 12.9 with a normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage IV chronic kidney disease with stable and actually improved creatinine levels, chronic hypotension with improved blood pressure today and chronic interstitial nephritis.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done monthly.  She will continue all of her routine medications and she is going to be rechecked in October prior to departing for her Florida residence for the winter.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
