Dear Dr. Prouty:

This is a followup for Mr. Leviere, he goes by Jean, with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and proteinuria.  Last visit a year ago October 2021.  Comes accompanied with wife Suzanne, chronic back pain, presently worse, recent re-exposure to statins Crestor with significant discomfort, has to be discontinued six weeks ago, prior history of coronary artery disease and retinal stroke.  Denies hospital admission.  Some discomfort right shoulder prior surgery on the left-sided.  He has limitations to elevate the arm because of pain, MRI to be done soon.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No urinary problems of infection, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no claudication symptoms.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No syncope.  Since corona virus in the past shortness of breath has been worse, but no purulent material or hemoptysis.  No oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight lisinopril, metoprolol, and off the statins.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 111/63.  No gross skin or mucosal abnormalities.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No gross edema or neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in August, creatinine 1.3 stable for many years, present GFR 53 stage III.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Albumin, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets, low level of albumin in the urine at 48 mg/g.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or volume overload.
2. Proteinuria not in the nephrotic range.
3. Hypertension well controlled.
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4. Chronic dyspnea, normal oxygenation.  Negative physical exam.  Symptoms worse since corona virus in the past.
5. Intolerance to statins, new right shoulder probably rotator cuff, chronic back pain.  Plan to see him back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
