Thank you for this referral.

This 83-year-old white male now smokes half pack a day, but he has smoked more than that for last 40 to 50 years. Alcohol socially. Denies any drug allergies. He is sent here for evaluation of his anemia. The patient has history of gout and he says that from that he also has some kidney disease. The patient has long-standing history of atherosclerotic heart disease and hypertension. The patient had cardiac bypass in 2020. According to his wife, he also had a mild heart attack during that period following which he had that bypass. He had a small CVA in February 2022. He does have chronic anemia, chronic kidney disease, COPD, history of congestive heart failure, and as noted above he has history of gout. He is on several medications, which includes allopurinol, colchicine, Eliquis, Entresto, gabapentin, hydroxyzine, metoprolol, Singulair, and mirtazapine. Also, he is on tramadol, sertraline, and torsemide.

He also gets Krystexxa infusion every now and then.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He complains of extreme weakness and inability to walk much.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: An 83-year-old white male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 182 pounds, and blood pressure 115/57.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable except some pallor.

Neck: JVP flat. Carotid palpable. No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Diminished air entry both bases and some rales on the right base.

Heart: Systolic murmur.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: Missing nails on most of the toes and he has a gouty tophi over his left big toe.

LABS: His CBC showed WBC of 7.3, hemoglobin 10, hematocrit 31.2, RDW 16.9, and platelet 129. His iron studies showed total iron 63, saturation 29%, and ferritin 274. His CMP showed creatinine of 1.93, BUN 34, and EGFR 34.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia.

2. Anemia from kidney disease.

3. ASHD and chronic kidney disease.

4. Gout.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and preauthorized him for Retacrit 40,000 units subQ once a week and go from there.
