CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 86-year-old seated in his room watching the news. He is pleasant and interactive. The patient spends most of his time in his room watching TV in the dark. Does come out for his meals, sits with a group of other men and they are all generally quiet and the patient is cooperative to care.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, bilateral lower extremity edema – chronic, BPH, seasonal allergies and is wheelchair dependent.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and nourished male, seated in a chair up against the wall. No distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 68, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 sat is 96%.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He moves his limbs in a fairly normal range of motion. He is weightbearing for transfers which he does independently and propels his manual wheelchair. He will occasionally ask for help if he needs it.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He is warm and engaging. Orientation x 2-3.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Renal insufficiency. BUN and creatinine are 29 and 1.40. He is on Lasix 40 mg q.d. We will continue to monitor.

2. Hypothyroid. TSH is 2.97. He is on levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d. adequate dose.

3. CBC review. All WNL.
