CC: UA followup.

HPI: An 88-year-old seen in room. It is still strongly permeated with urine smell. I did speak with patient last week about urinary incontinence. She became hostile with me the insinuation that she was incontinent. I told her that we would do a UA to rule out any infection. UA returns completely clear and no evidence of infection. I asked if she noticed sometimes if the urine would start to flow without any control. She shook her head no. She states that she does have to get up at night to urinate but disavowed any idea of incontinence. I do not know whether she washes her sheets or has housekeeping wash them but there needs to also be some other means of trying to address with her this continence issue. She has a daughter and SIL who live in Newalla and so will try speaking with them.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease stable, urinary incontinence, HTN, bilateral OA right greater than left knee, and second toe hammertoe with ulceration healing.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/03/22 list.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated in her wheelchair. She made eye contact and smiled.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/72, pulse 77, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and O2 sat 95%. 
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets around in a manual wheelchair. She self transfers. She is non-weightbearing on her left leg.

NEUROLOGIC: Appeared to understand information given regarding UA. I did broach again any urinary incontinence when she again denied and states that she feels fine.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Room permeating with the odor of urine. There is got to be some level of urinary incontinence though she denies it. UA clear. No evidence of infection. There needs to be a different housekeeping that occurs and airing out of her room due to the odor in her room.
