CC: Follow up on hand lesions.

HPI: A 61-year-old seen in room to examine bilateral hands. She had chemical burns from airbags that went off while driving. The patient has a history of alcoholism and drug addiction. She was actually out having gotten a prescription for alprazolam at another physician as she is not given controlled substances here in the facility at the request of POA and it became clear when she did receive here that she continued to drug seek.
DIAGNOSES: Alcoholism and prescription drug abuse, hypothyroid, insomnia, cirrhosis of the liver, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from her note two weeks ago.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from her note two weeks ago.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and is rude as typical for her.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/72, pulse 80, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight 170.4 pounds.

SKIN: Bilateral hands, there is edema to both hands. There is pinkness more to the left and the right hand. Lesions on the left hand medial aspect have eschar formation with no active drainage and her right hand was swollen and pink. It is nontender to palpation and no big areas of breakdown.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral hand chemical burns. We will continue with keeping them open to dry air. She is not to pick at them as there is evidence that she has and she will finish antibiotic today. Continue to give time for healing.
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
