CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 92-year-old with vascular dementia who had baseline labs drawn are reviewed with her. She is sitting in the TV room, comfortably watching television. She was cooperative. The patient is interactive, appears to have acclimated to her new unit or new home without difficulty. She states she is sleeping okay. Her appetite is good and she states that she likes it okay.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, right intracranial hemorrhage, CVA, atrial fibrillation, HDL, and iron deficiency anemia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from admit note.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from admit note.

CODE STATUS: Remains full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably. She is alert and cooperative.

CARDIAC: Regular rhythm with a soft SEM. No rub or gallop noted.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair that she propels. No lower extremity edema. Limbs movement in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x2. Speech clear. Voices her needs. She repeats herself. She states that she understands given information. She is always coop, in good spirits.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CMP review WNL with the exception of BUN 28.9. I told her that indicated that she needed to drink more water which she states she know she does and will start doing.
2. HLD. Review of lipid profile shows her numbers to be all within target range. She will remain on pravastatin 40 mg q.d.
3. Digoxin lab review. The patient is on 0.125 mg one-half tablet q.d. for rate control of atrial fibrillation. Her value is 0.3 which is below target range. However, we titrate medication to result and her heart rates are within normal so no change in the dosage strength and I did explain this to her which she appreciated. Continue with care as is.
